The Journal is organized to be a meaningful resource for our spiritual growth and 
faith development. It is also intended to be a resource and motivation for our 
involvement in the leadership of the church. It is designed to motivate the 

implementation of the essential practices of fruitful congregations with our same 
mission. 
 
 

Recommended Process for Using the Journal: (1) Read and meditate 

daily on the Point Scripture for the Week. This will help us apply the central 

idea of our weekly sermons to our everyday lives. (2) Read, meditate, and 

reflect on the Daily Scriptures, writing down responses to and questions 

evoked by the Reflection Questions. Our journaling will be an excellent 

resource for inspiring and tracking our faith development and discerning 

God’s call on our lives. (3) Apply what we discover, learn, and feel inspired 

to do from our daily reading and reflection. The journal is not meant to be an 

academic exercise; it is intended to be a resource for our continued spiritual 

growth and discipleship. (4) Invite others to join us in using the journal and 

discussing our journal entries. We are expected to put our faith into practice 

and using the journal and studying the Bible in small groups will help us. 

 

 
Welcome (for first-time participants): For more than thirty years, fifteen as a lay 
member of congregations and now more than fifteen as an ordained pastor and elder 
of the United Methodist Church, I have found the disciplined practice of daily Bible 

reading, meditation, reflection, and journaling invaluable to my intentional faith 
development. I promise you the experience of daily prayer, Bible reading, and 
meditation and the application of Biblical truth and inspiration to everyday decisions 
will enrich your life. Using this journal will equip and inspire us to be more fruitful 
disciples of Jesus Christ, and as more members of this congregation use the journal 
and participate in the church, we will become more effective at making and equipping 
new disciples of Jesus Christ. 
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Words of Encouragement (to all participants): You will get our of your 

experience using the Disciple’s Journal and in your participation in the Fruitful 

Practices classes what you put into them. If you get in the Word of God everyday and 
open your heart to receive the guidance of the Holy Spirit, God will bless your life in 
tangible ways. Each of us, like the first disciples of Christ, are different, and the way 

we choose to use this devotional resource and the leadership and discipleship classes 
will be as distinctive as our individual personalities and our respective faith journeys.
