 During worship we have Kid’s Own Worship for preschool through 4th grade (1st, 2nd, 3rd 

Sundays) and Club 56 for 5th and 6th grade students (1st and 2nd Sundays). Children are dis-

missed from the Worship Service to participate in planned activities for each age group.Bible 

stories, memory verses, songs, and crafts are designed to reinforce concepts and to encourage 

discussion and involvement. Family worship is the fourth Sunday, and all children stay in the 

worship service. Nursery child care is provided from 7:50–11:30 AM on Sunday mornings.

Administrative Council 
 

Responsibilities include 

Be accountable to serve as the executive agency of the charge conference, overseeing the 

administration and organization for ministry of the congregation. 

Provide the effective pastoral and staff leadership, and for lay leadership for the mission and 

ministry of the congregation. 

Provide the financial support, physical facilities and the legal obligations of the congrega-

tion. 

See that the congregation has (a) a shared vision that is clearly understood and supported by 

its members and (b) goals which are consistent with the mission of the church and that 

move the church toward its vision. 

See to the congregation’s involvement in ministries of nurture, outreach, witness and leader-

ship development and to the evaluation of the discipleship of the congregation in these 

areas of ministry.  Promote organizational learning, spiritual formation and leadership, 

and connectedness. 

Encourage and support an open and ecumenical spirit within the congregation. 

 

Administrative Council meets the third Wednesdays in January, March, May, July, September, 

and November at 7:30 PM. 
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Stewardship and Finance

John Wesley 

 

What Is Stewardship? 

 A Steward is someone who takes care of another’s property or goods. As Christians we be-

lieve that our lives and all we possess are gifts from God and belong to Him. We therefore are all 

called to be good stewards of everything God has entrusted to us. 

 Stewardship is the way we manage our entire lives: our gifts and talents, our resources and 

possessions, our time and energy. Stewardship is our ―whole life‖ response to God. Stewardship 

begins with God’s love, and has as much to do with how church members earn and give their 

money as with how the church uses its funds after they are placed in the offering plate. 

 We give ourselves and we give our finances in gratitude for God’s Love in Jesus Christ. 

 

What Is Finance? 

 The United Methodist Church requires that each local church have a Committee on Finance 

(Book of Discipline, §243) elected annually by the church’s Charge Conference. Members of the 

committee include the Chairperson of the Administrative Council, the Chairperson or representa-

tive of the Staff-Parish Relations Committee, a representative of the Trustees chosen by them, 

the Lay Leader, the Financial Secretary, the Treasurer and other members as the Charge Confer-

ence may determine (Book of Discipline, §258.4). The Financial Secretary and Treasurer, as paid 

employees, are members without vote. 

 The job of the Committee of Finance is to identify, perfect, and manage the finance system 

for the congregation. The finance system is the process of raising, managing and disbursing the 

finances so that the mission and vision of the congregation can be achieved. 

 

What Is the Committee’s Job? 

 The committee shall compile an annual budget for review and adoption by the church Coun-

cil. The committee is to develop and implement plans to raise sufficient income to meet the 

budget adopted by the church Council. The committee is charged to carry out the church Coun-

cil’s directions in guiding the Treasurer and Financial Secretary. The Committee is also responsi-

ble for an annual audit of the church's financial records, to be reported to the Charge Conference.
